With the aim of helping to chart the future of these developments, the Mid-Atlantic – Russia Business Council (MARBC) invites you to several upcoming events that highlight the possibilities in Russian-American cooperation.

The Mid-Atlantic - Russia Business Council would like to invite you to the 16th and 17th Semi-Annual Russian-American Innovation Technology Weeks (RANIT). The Russian-American Life Sciences Conference, the Russian country seminar at BIO, and additional Russian-American Innovation Technology Week programs and activities are designed to help foster dialogue and cooperation. The 16th RANIT-BIO will conclude with the 2012 BIO International Convention, which is the largest and the most significant biotechnology event in the world, from June 18-21, 2012, at the Boston Convention & Exhibition Center in Boston, with the Russia country seminar, “Models and Frameworks for Biotech Commercialization in Russia” on June 19th,
organized by MARBC. 

The MARBC is pleased to announce the 17th Semi-Annual Russian-American Innovation Technology Week (RANIT), which will be held in Philadelphia and the Mid-Atlantic Region, and in Moscow, Russia on November 7-16, 2012. It will focus on information technology, biotechnology, the pharmaceutical industry, alternative energy, nanotechnology, the chemical industry, technology in education, and entrepreneurship. This will be the third time in a row it will be held in both America and Russia and include the Days of Russian-American Innovation Entrepreneurship Cooperation.  The Russian portion of the 17th RANIT-BIO will include an Innovation Forum “Technology Breakthrough: Formation of Market Innovations,” a Conference “The Establishment of Small Innovative Companies in the Education and Science Sectors,” and an International Forum on “Innovative Drug Research and Development in Russia” on November 12-16, 2012.
The MARBC will organize the Days of Russian-American Innovation Entrepreneurship Cooperation (RAVC 2012), which will be held in Philadelphia on November 7-9, 2012. As part of RAVC 2012, the MARBC is organizing the 8th Annual Russian – American Technology Entrepreneurship Conference on November 9, 2012 and is facilitating Russian participation in the Mid-Atlantic Venture Conference (IMPACT 2012) on November 7-8, 2012.  IMPACT is one of the oldest venture capital events in the United States that gives the participants a unique opportunity to access private investors and the largest regional venture funds. Additional RAVC events will include a roundtable at the International Incubator at the Science Center.

The MARBC will bring Russian participation in leading clean energy events including Renewable Energy Technology Conference and Exhibition (RETECH) in Washington, D.C. on October 17-19, 2012 and Phase II of Renewable Energy in America in Washington D.C. in December 2012.  RETECH is the American Council on Renewable Energy’s premier trade gathering of the renewable energy industry in the United States. The Mid-Atlantic - Russia Business Council is a supporting organization of RETECH and Phase II of Renewable Energy in America.

The MARBC will organize Russian participation in several additional life science events including the AdvaMed Conference.  This conference will take place at the Boston Convention & Exhibition Center in Boston on October 1-3, 2012.  The MARBC is a supporting partner organization of AdvaMed, the premier medical technology conference and exhibition for businessmen and financiers in the Med Tech field. During the AdvaMed Conference, the MARBC will present the latest medical technology innovations in Russia. Other events will include the 2012 Mid-Atlantic BIO and Biotech 2012.
Among other important events in the U.S. Mid-Atlantic region, MARBC will continue the Seminar Series: “Changing Face of Russia” and “Russian Science and Technology Opportunities for U.S. Businesses.”
